Body of Report:

There has been ongoing communication between Council officers and elected
members and members of the Caskey family regarding the need for works on the
Maranoa River crossing on Revilo Road.

Revilo Road is 1.3 kilometres long, provides access to a single property and is
classified as Rural Access i Secondary. It has a formation width of 4 metres and a
concrete floodway across the Maranoa River. This floodway is 5 metres wide and 50
metres long.

During a flooding event in the Maranoa River, river sands moved resulting in a
damming effect which impacted on the level of water across the Revilo Road
crossing and increased the time through which the crossing was under water and
impassable. A project to repair this crossing was submitted to NDRRA for funding
under flood restoration but was subsequently denied.
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Council has previously undertaken works within the river to move sand deposits
however these works have little or no effect during subsequent flows. Several
Council Officers have inspected the site, during and after rain events, and
ascertained that extensive clearing, further down stream, is required to remove the
sand that is impeding flow. It is possible that similar works would be required
following additional flood events. As these works can only be undertaken after the
flow has subsided, they do not shorten the time for which the crossing is impassable.

As the Maranoa River is more than 70 metres wide at this crossing a project to install
culverts of a size suitable to raise the crossing level by one metre will cost in the
order of $800,000.00; to raise the level by one half of a metre will cost approximately
$300,000.00. Annual renewal costs for these crossings would be in the order of
$6,000 to $16,000 dependent on the extent of the crossing. These cost estimates
are based on current asset revaluation rates and are approximate only. Further
investigation (including survey) would need to be undertaken to confirm full extent of
works required.

Mr Hamilton has suggested that the dust is impacting on the
Brownlie residence, with this section being particularly impacted due to vehicles
approaching the Condamine Highway.

This road is on the boundary separating Maranoa Regional Council from Western
Downs Regional Council. Lynns Creek Road is 13.2 kilometres long and has a
gravel pavement width of 6 metres. It is classified as Rural Access 1 Secondary.

Western Downs Regional Council has advised that they constructed a dust
suppression seal on Lynns Creek Road in March 2014. This seal is from chainage
0.240 to 0.640. The seal was not extended through to the intersection as an upgrade
of this type would have initiated a requirement to undertake more extensive work to
improve the intersection.

Western Downs Regional Council has also advised that an approval for the

development of a sand quarry was issued to Mr Hamilton in March 2014. This quarry
is accessed via Lynns Creek Road.
