Executive Summary:
Council undertook a review of its Local Laws with regards to Animal Management i
excess dogs.

23 September at its general meeting Council resolution was as follows; that council
propose to make each of:

(a) Animal Management (Amendment) Subordinate Local Law (No. 1) 2015; and
(b) Keeping of Animals (Amendment) Subordinate Local Law (No. 1) 2015.

Formal Community consultation period as part of the local law making process: 21
days commencing Friday 25 September 2015 and ending close of business 16
October 2015 (inclusive), was implemented.

Of ficerds Recommendati on:

That Council resolves to:-

1. proceed with the making of, and make, each of Animal Management
(Amendment) Subordinate Local Law (No. 1) 2015 and Keeping of
Animals (Amendment) Subordinate Local Law (No. 1) 2015, as
advertised; and

2. pursuant to section 32 of the Local Government Act 2009, adopt a
consolidated version of each of:-

(1) Subordinate Local Law No. 2 (Animal Management) 2011; and
(i) Subordinate Local Law No. 1. (Keeping of Animals) 2011,
as attached to this report to Council.

3. let the community know that the subordinate local law has been made, by
publishing a notice of the making of the subordinate local law in accordance
with the requirements of section 29B(1) to (4) of the Local Government Act

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Council 6s public office; and
5. within 14 days after the notice is published in the gazette, give the Minister:

7. Implement a transition process to allow owners to achieve compliance with
the new Local Laws by the 30 June, 2016.

22 September 2015, Council workshop information and discussion included;
Feedback from initial Community consultation on the proposed amendments to
Subordinate Local Law No 1.5 (keeping of Animals) 2011 and Subordinate Local Law
No. 2 (Animal Management) 2011.

23 September 2015, Council resolution GM/09.2015/96 was as follows;
That Council:

1. Propose to make each of:

a) Animal Management (Amendment) Subordinate Local Law (No. 1) 2015; and
b) Keeping of Animals (Amendment) Subordinate Local Law (No. 1) 2015.

2. Proceed with the making of these Subordinate Local Laws in accordance with
the process in section 29(1) of the Local Government Act 2009 which was previously
adopted by Council Resolution No. GM/09.2014/47.

3. Implement a transition process to allow owners to achieve compliance with the
new Local Laws within 6 months of being adopted by Council.

4. Proceed with community consultation as part of the local law making process
for the proposed amendments to the Animal Management (Amendment) Subordinate
Local Law (No. 1) 2015 and Keeping of Animals (Amendment) Subordinate Local
Law (No. 1) 2015 for a twenty-one (21) day period, commencing Friday 25
September 2015 and ending close of business 16 October 2015.

Council has consulted with the community about its proposal to make each of:

A Animal Management (Amendment) Subordinate Local Law (No. 1) 2015; and
A Keeping of Animals (Amendment) Subordinate Local Law (No. 1) 2015.

It is noted that, in response to the publication of a notice inviting submissions in
relation to the proposed subordinate local laws:
A No properly submissions were received by Council; and
A No amendment is proposed as a direct consequence of consideration of any
submission.
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However Council received verbal feedback (x2) which was considered at a Council
workshop on 27 October 2015.

More than 4 dogs over the age of 3 months on an allotment in a
designated town area are to be rehomed or surrendered to Council (on
payment of the applicable fee) prior to 30 June 2016;

More than 2 dogs over the age of 3 months on multi-residential
premises are to be rehomed or surrendered to Council (on payment of
the applicable fee) prior to 30 June 2016;

More than 2 dogs (capped at four) over the age of 3 months on an
allotment in a designated town area must seek approval from Council
(via Excess Animal Application) or be rehomed or surrendered to
Council (surrender on payment of the applicable fee) prior to 30 June
2016; and

More than 1 dog (capped at 2) over the age of 3 months on multi-
residential premises must seek approval from Council (via Excess
Animal Application) or be rehomed or surrendered to Council (surrender
on payment of the applicable fee) prior to 30 June 2016.

(H the declaration of a species of animal as a declared dangerous animal and
the criteria for declaration of a specific animal as a declared dangerous
animal.
