Executive Summary:   
Selective Inspection Program is proposed for all township areas within the Maranoa 
Regional Council Area. The selective inspection program will assess compliance 
with the Animal Management (Cats and Dogs) Act 2008 regarding registration and 
regulated dog provisions. 
 
The inspection program will seek remedial action be undertaken where non-
compliance is observed.  
 
Properties will be selected where a Council Authorised Person has a reasonable 
belief that unregistered and/or regulated dogs may be present on an urban 
allotment.  
 
Public notice of the selective inspection program will be given in the local newspaper 
on Friday 5 February 2016 and on the Council website stating that the program will 
commence on Monday 22 February 2016 and conclude on 30 June 2016. 
 
 

Officer’s Recommendation:   
Council resolve: 
1. That under section 113 of the Animal Management (Cats and Dogs) Act 2008 

(AMA) Council approves a selective inspection program to allow authorised 
persons to enter and inspect selected properties in part of its local 
government area. 

2. In accordance with s 113(5)(a) of the AMA the purpose of the program is to 
monitor compliance with the registration and regulated dog provisions of the 
AMA. 

3. In accordance with s 113(5)(b) and (e) of the AMA the program will 
commence on 22 February 2016 and will conclude on 30 June 2016. 

4. In accordance with s113(5)(c) of the AMA  inspections may occur in premises 
situated within the townships of Amby, Injune, Jackson, Mitchell, Muckadilla, 
Mungallala, Roma, Surat, Wallumbilla and Yuleba being the areas defined as 
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designated town areas in Schedule 13 of Subordinate Local Law No. 2 
(Animal Management) 2011 where an Authorised Person has reasonable 
belief that unregistered and/or regulated dogs may be present on an urban 
allotment. 

 

Body of Report: 
 
22 October 2014, Council Resolution No. GM/10.2014/50 approved a Selective inspection programs 
for all township areas within the Maranoa Regional Council area. The selective inspection program 
assessed compliance with Local Laws concerning animal management, overgrown and unsightly 
allotments, Building Act 1975 requirements for swimming pool and fencing safety and Animal 
Management (Cats and Dogs) Act 2008 registration and regulated dog provisions.  
 
The program sought remedial action be undertaken where non-compliance is observed.  
 
The selective inspection program focused on premises where: 
Á animals are or may be kept; 
Á an allotment is or may be overgrown;  
Á objects or materials have or may accumulate;  
Á a swimming pool does or may exist. 

 
The program commenced on 24 November 2014 and concluded on 24 February 2015. 
 
 

13 May 2015, Council Resolution No. GM/05.2015/23 was as follows; 
 
That Selective inspection programs be undertaken for townships that were not covered in the program 
conducted between February 2015 through to 29 May 2015 within the Maranoa Regional Council 
Area. The selective inspection programs will assess compliance with Local Laws concerning animal 
management, overgrown and unsightly allotments, Building Act 1975 requirements for swimming pool 
and fencing safety and Animal Management (Cats and Dogs) Act 2008 registration and regulated dog 
provisions.  

 
Under the AMA; 
Section 113 Approval of inspection program authorising entry 

(1) A local government (the approving local government) may by resolution approve a 
program (an approved inspection program) under which an authorised person may enter a place to 
monitor compliance with this Act or an aspect of this Act. 
Examples of approved inspection program— monitoring compliance with requirements of permit 
conditions 

(2) An approved inspection program must be a selective inspection program or systematic 
inspection program. 

(3) A selective inspection program provides for the selection, in accordance with the 
resolution, of places in the local government’s area, or a particular part of the area, to be entered and 
inspected. 

(4) A systematic inspection program provides for all places, or all places of a particular type, in 
the local government’s area, or a particular part of the area, to be entered and inspected. 

(5) An approved inspection program must state the following— 
(a) the purpose of the program; 
(b) when the program starts; 
(c) for a selective inspection program— 

(i) objective criteria for selecting places to be entered and inspected; and 
(ii) if the places are to be selected from a part of the local government’s 

area—a description of the part; 
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Due to the extended timeframe between the initial Selective Inspection Programs and 
any action for non compliance, Officers recommend that another Selective Inspection 
Program be approved for dogs only. This program will select properties where 
Authorised Persons have a reasonable belief that unregistered dogs and/or regulated 
dogs may be present on an urban allotment. Property and dog status can be then 
substantiated, evidence collected and remedial action can proceed if required.  
 
The AMA states that the local government must give the public notice of the approval 
of an inspection program, at least 14 days, but not more than 28 days, before the 
approved inspection program starts. The notice must be published in a newspaper 
that is circulating generally in the local government area and on the local 
government’s website. 
 
The timing of the inspection program should therefore accord with these 
requirements. 
 
Proposed timing: 
 
Public notice of the selective inspection program will be given in the local newspaper 
on Friday 5 February and on the Council website stating that the program will 
commence on Monday 22 February 2016 and conclude on 30 June 2016. 
 
Conduct of the program: 
 
In the previous Inspection program, a flyer was distributed to each property informing 
residents of the program and notice to enter was provided. No such notice will be 
provided during this program as Authorised Persons have reasonable belief that dog 
owners removed dogs from the place of residence during the previous Inspection 
timeframes (during the specified timeframes). 
 
Subdivision 3 Entry under other powers other than for public places 
122 Procedure for other entries 
(1) This section applies if— 
(a) an authorised person is intending to enter a place under section 111(1), other than paragraph (a) 
or (c), or 112; and 
(b) the occupier of the place is present at the place. 
(2) Before entering the place, the authorised person must do or make a reasonable attempt to do the 
following things— 
 
(a) comply with section 107 for the occupier; 
(b) tell the occupier the purpose of the entry; 
(c) tell the occupier the authorised person is permitted under this Act to enter the place without the 
occupier’s consent. 

 
 
Four delegated Authorised Persons will be carrying out the urban premises 
inspections randomly during and after working hours over the period proposed.   
 
Under the AMA;  
Section 111 General power to enter places 
(1) An authorised person may enter a place if— 

(h) the entry is— 
(i) under an approved inspection program; and 
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(ii) made at any reasonable time of the day or night. 

 
Due diligence will be required for the authorised person to make all reasonable 
attempts to notify the owner / occupier of the entry and the reason for entry at the 
time of inspection. Photographs can be taken of the dogs and property if required. 
 
Part 3 Powers on entry 
123 General powers after entering places 

(1) An authorised person who has, under part 2, entered a place may— 

(a) search any part of the place the authorised person is authorised, under section 111(1)(a) or (c), to 
search; or (b) inspect, test, photograph or film anything in or on the place; or 
(c) copy a document in or on the place; or 
(d) take samples of or from anything in or on the place; or 
(e) take into or onto the place any persons, equipment and materials the authorised person 
reasonably requires for exercising a power under this part; or 
(f) require the occupier of the place, or a person in or on the place, to give the authorised person 
reasonable help to exercise the authorised person’s powers under 
paragraphs (a) to (e). 

 
A public notice will be advertised in the Western Star newspaper as well as 
information placed on Council’s website by Friday 5 February 2016. 
 
Under the AMA; 
Section 114 Notice of proposed inspection program 
(1) At least 14 days, but not more than 28 days, before an approved inspection program starts, the 
approving local government must give notice of the program. 
(2) The notice must be published— 

(a) in a newspaper circulating generally in the local government’s area; and 
(b) on the local government’s website. 

(3) The notice must state the following— 
(a) the name of the local government; 
(b) in general terms, the purpose and scope of the program; 
(c) when the program starts; 
(d) the period over which the program is to be carried out; 
(e) that a copy of the program is open to inspection at the public office of the local government 
until the end of the program; 
(f) that a copy of the program may be purchased at the public office of the local government 
until the end of the program; 
(g) the price of a copy of the program. 

(4) The price of a copy of the program must be no more than the cost to the local government of 
having the copy available for purchase and, if the copy is posted to the purchaser, the postage cost. 

 
Under the AMA; 
Section 115 Access to program 
From the publication by an approving local government of a notice about an approved inspection 
program until the end of the program— 

(a) a copy of the program must be open to inspection at the public office of the local 
government; and 
(b) copies of the program must be available for purchase at the public office of the local 
government at the price stated in the notice. 

 
An owner and/or occupier will be given an opportunity to rectify any non compliance 
identified during the program.  If the non compliance continues Council may issue an 
infringement notice or instigate legal proceedings.   Such actions will be undertaken 
in accordance with Council resolution.
