Executive Summary:   
A request for waiver of Landing and Passenger Fees at Roma airport 17/18 March 
2017 for Fokker 70 with reduced fuel load and passengers, estimated to weigh 32 
tonnes.   
 

Councillorôs Recommendation:  
That Council grant waiver of Landing and Passenger Fees in support of Youngcare, 
as well as encouraging tourism to our region. 
 
 

Background: 
Danny Sheehan of Sheehan Events has organised a charter flight to the 2017 Roma 
Picnic Races on 17 March with a return flight the following day. This event is 
organised in conjunction with non for profit organisation Youngcare. Mr Sheehan has 
requested both landing and passenger fee waiver for the flights which will be carrying 
80 passengers. All proceeds from the chartered event are to assist non for profit 
Youngcare in delivery of services as per letter attached. 
  
The Fokker 70 has a maximum weight of over 41 tonnes, with this flight estimated at 
35 tonnes landing weight based on information provided to Roma Airport personnel. 
With Passenger Charges at $7,024 plus Landing Fee of $730.80 the overall landing 
fees for arrival and departure would be $7,754.80

Executive Summary:   
Queensland State Government has dedicated $200 million to the Works for 
Queensland (W4Q) Program under the State Infrastructure Fund to support job-
creating minor infrastructure projects and minor maintenance works outside of South 
East Queensland. 
 
Council has been advised $1,350,000 has been made available for such projects 
within the Maranoa, to be utilised prior to 30 November 2017. 
 
It is recommended that $50,000 of this funding be allocated to the maintenance 
and/or improvement of footpaths across the region, with works to be completed by 
local contractors on Councilôs pre-approved panel. 
 
 

Councillorôs Recommendation:  
That Council allocate approved program funding of $50,000 to commence 
Upgrades to areas of óblackspotô footpaths, as identified by both community 
feedback and Councilôs own observation.  
 

Background: 
Council has been advised that it will receive $1.35 million under the Queensland 
Governmentôs W4Q Program, which will be administered by the Department of 
Infrastructure Local Government and Planning. 
 
At General meeting 25 January 2017, $1.3 million from this project was allocated to 
provide upgrades of the Roma water reticulation network, with remaining $50,000 
currently unallocated. 
 
Across the Maranoa are many opportunities to repair or upgrade blackspot sections 
of footpath, which would improve safety and accessibility to both residents and 
visitors. 

 
2016ï17 W4Q list of projects must be provided to the Department of Infrastructure, 
Local Government and Planning by 10 February 2017 to be considered for funding.
