Fleming Drive, Roma

Executive Summary:   
Stansbie Investments Pty Ltd has recently completed a new road in the Fleming 
Drive industrial area of Roma. The new road and associated sub-division of land 
was approved by Council in 2023. This report seeks approval to name the road in 
accordance with Councilôs Road Naing Policy. 
 

 
Officerôs Recommendation:   
That Council: 
 

1. Approve the addition of a new road to Councilôs Road Register ï with the 
classification of Industrial Access, and a length of 553m ï to align with 
previous Planning decisions that approved the Fleming Drive 
reconfiguration of lot boundaries including a new road servicing some of 
the new lots. 
 

2. Adopt the name ñStansbie Driveò for the new road. 
 

3. Note the realignment to Fleming Drive at the intersection with Roma Downs 
Road will be captured as a minor change to Councilôs Road Register.  

 

 

Context ( Why is the matter coming before Council?):  

 
The QLD Local Government Regulations 2012 require Councilôs to maintain a 
register of roads. Councilôs óroad registerô is effectively the list of roads that Council 
maintains. Where a road is to be added, removed or substantially changed in 
Councilôs road register, a Council resolution is required. 
 
Council has received a request to name a new road constructed as part of the 
industrial development at Fleming Drive, Roma.

Background (Including any previous Council decisions):  
 
Stansbie Investments Pty Ltd submitted a request for Reconfiguring a Lot (ROL) at 
Lot 10 on SP 257140, Fleming Drive, Roma. The ROL application was to sub-divide 
the subject Lot into fourteen (14) new Lots. The application included a new road that 
would provide access to some of the new set-back Lots. 
 
Supporting Documentation 1 provides an overview of the Lot reconfiguration and new 
road, denoted ñNew Roadò, which is a loop road that joins Fleming Drive in two 
locations. 
 
In April 2023, Councilôs Planning team provided a Decision Notice (CM9 reference 
2022/20745) that approved the ROL application subject to Councilôs conditions.  
 
The new road is now completed and the proponent ï Stansbie Investments Pty Ltd ï 
is seeking approval of a road name. Officers have been informed by the proponent 
that they are close to selling the first of the new Lots. The approved development 
also included a realignment of Fleming Drive at itôs intersection with Roma Downs 
Rd. The purpose of the realignment was to improve access to Fleming Drive. 
Stormwater culverts beneath Roma Downs Rd ï flowing east to west ï were also 
upgraded as part of the project. 
 
The addition of a new road to Councilôs road register is often a two-step process: 
 

1. Officers Report seeking a resolution to approve the new road, 
 

2. Follow-up Officers Report providing road naming options, where Council 
selects one name to be formally adopted. 

 
In the circumstances, Officers believe this process can be combined into one single 
Officers Report. Councilôs prior Planning decisions have effectively endorsed the 
addition of the road to our road network and therefore the road register. All that 
practically remains in the naming of this new road. 

Options Considered:  
 
As described above, Officers believe the addition of the road to Councilôs road 
register is effectively a formality; however, for completeness, this aspect is retained in 
the draft resolution. 
 
The development proponent has provided the following three road name options, in 
the listed priority order. 
 

1. Stansbie Drive. This reflects the surname of the developers, the Stansbie 
family and Stansbie Investments Pty Ltd. 
 

2. Industrial Drive. Intended to reflect the industrial nature of the area and the 
new road. 
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3. Bevan Drive. Bevan Stansbie is the late grandfather of the project proponents 
(Stansbie brothers). 

 
Commentary on these options. 
 
Stansbie Drive. 

- This is deemed appropriate under Councilôs Road Naming Policy, and meets 
many of the naming criteria set out in the Policy such as historical links. 

 
 
Industrial Drive.  

- Industrial Aveô is located in Suratôs industrial area south of town. 
- Councilôs Road Naming Policy prefers the same name not be used more than 

once; however, being in different towns, it is unlikely to cause much confusion. 
 
óBevan Driveô. 

- This aligns with Councilôs Road Naming Policy and is also deemed a suitable 
option. 

 
Use of óDriveô suffix for all options submitted by the developer. 

- This is considered a suitable suffix for the location and arrangement.  
 
Other road name options. 

- Officers have not sought alternative road name options from the public or 
interested parties. 

- In this case, the development proponents ï Stansbie Investments Pty Ltd ï 
have fully funded and developed the road and most people would consider 
this to provide some degree of connection with the road name. 

- The road does not connect with any other pre-existing Lot nor any other road 
other than Fleming Drive.  

- Private entities seeking to purchase some of the new Lots are able to make 
their own assessments of whether this new road name is suitable for their 
business. 

 
Overall, Officers believe that all of the suggested road names would be suitable, and 
that a reasonable person would not be offended with any of them. 
 
Realignment of Fleming Drive intersection with Roma Downs Rd. 
 
The realignment had a negligible impact on the length of Fleming Drive. This matter 
is included in the draft resolution to provide an audit trail relating to the mapping 
changes required to reflect the physical change on site. 

Recommendation:   
 

In the absence of clear reasons to discount any of the suggestions from the 
developer, their list and priority order forms the basis of the road name 
recommendation.  
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Officers recommend that Council: 
 

1. Approve the addition of a new road to Councilôs Road Register ï with the 
classification of Industrial Access, and a length of 553m ï to align with 
previous Planning decisions that approved the Fleming Drive reconfiguration 
of lot boundaries including a new road servicing some of the new lots. 
 

2. Adopt the name ñStansbie Driveò for the new road. 
 

3. Note the realignment to Fleming Drive at the intersection with Roma Downs 
Road will be captured as a minor change to Councilôs Road Register.

Budget / Funding (Current and future):   
 
There has been no capital expenditure by Council to date. Council staff periodically 
visited the road construction site to check on quality of construction and technical 
queries relating to the construction, which would have accumulated into a time-cost in 
the order of $5000. 
 
A labour and materials cost of approximately $1000 will be incurred by Council to 
erect a street sign at each of the new roadôs intersections with Fleming Drive. This 
would be funded from the urban road maintenance budget. 
 
A further time-cost of approximately $1000 will be incurred by Councilôs geographic 
information systems (GIS) staff to add the new road to the mapping systems and 
generate street addressing. 

Timelines / Deadlines :  
 
The developer has some lots under contract, which will sell (settle) when the official 
land titles are available.  

Consultation (Internal / External):   
 

- Developer (Stansbie Investments Pty Ltd). Initial request to adopt a name, 
name options and explanation of names. 
 

- Councilôs GIS staff. To obtain mapping and survey data required from the 
developer. 

Strategic Asset Management Implications:  
(If applicable, outline changes to whole of life costs and / or level of service)  
 

Addition of roads will typically increase Councilôs maintenance and asset 
management costs ï as it expands the overall asset base.  In the instance of a new 
road addition, coupled with an ROL, the increased costs would typically be offset / 
partial offset by the increased rates revenue. 
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- Concrete kerb & channel. 40 ï 50 year design life. 
 

- Bitumen seal surfacing. 8 ï 12 year design life, pending pavement 
performance under. Reseal cost of approximately $35,000 every 8 ï 12 years. 
 

- Road pavement (load bearing road). Design life of 20 years. Rehabilitation-
type treatment costing around $300,000 after 20 years.

Purpose:  
 
The purpose of this report is to present the monthly financial report to Council in 
accordance with section 204 of the Local Government Regulation 2012 for the 
period ended 31 January 2026. 
 

Executive Summary:  
 

Councilôs operating result  for January 2026 year-to-date is a deficit of ($11.26M). 
 
Comparing the YTD Actual deficit of ($11.26M) to the YTD Budget deficit of 
($8.85M), there is a variance of ($2.4M). 
 
Notable variances are: 

¶ Strong sales and throughput at the Saleyards. 

¶ Higher fees & charges across multiple service areas (Waste, Water, 
Sewerage, etc.). 

¶ Strong Roma Quarry revenue linked to QRA and external demand. 

¶ Waste and Sewer business units tracking favourably. 

¶ Higher employment related costs driven by additional overtime requirements 
to maintain service levels due to higher revenue-generating activity in 
Saleyards. 

¶ Flood Damage Works continue to progress ahead of budget, requiring 
additional labour to maintain delivery momentum across restoration 
activities. 

¶ At the same time, Councilôs recent recruitment drive has been highly 
successful, reducing the organisationȤwide vacancy rate to below the 
budgeted level. 

¶ Higher cost in Materials and Services driven by contractor backfilling and 
vacancies in Saleyards and Airport. 

¶ Timing misalignments in Recoverable Works revenue and expenditure. 

¶ Commencement delays at Headache Hill Quarry generating a large negative 
revenue variance. 

 
Councilôs Capital Projects actual expenditure budget consumed is 27%. 
 
There are no significant financial risks or issues, across operating and capital, 
requiring Councilôs awareness at this time. 
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Our strategic outlook is favourable. We are currently on track to achieve budget.
